Delaat questioned if there was any water quality testing done. Hess Lake gained 11 inches according to him since the las major rain events took place around the 1st of August. Twing tested Wheeler and he hasn’t gotten the results back yet.  

Progressive AE was contacted and asked if a water sample was done. Tony Groves confirmed that a sample was taken back in August of the lake and all the tributaries, and that was a follow up of the samplings done in April.

Rosen informed the board that Matt from Savin will be conducting another Muck Depth Test in October to see where things are at. Paul said that Matt was out two weeks ago pulling water samples. Paul did inform the board that the aeration permit does expire in May and that Matt is looking into what it’s going to take to renew the permit. The permit expires May 23, 2019.
Motion by Bosowski, seconded by Lipner to give permission to the Newaygo County Drain Office to pay any and all routine bills that come into the office.

Rosen questioned muck pellet usage. Paul informed the board that they are used on about 10 different lakes, but not to the magnitude that Hess Lake is using. Paul did say that he has noticed a difference in some areas that he treats over on the other side of the state. Bosowski stated he noticed a difference as well. 

Sediment removal was discussed and how expensive it is. The process and cost was discussed. Paul recommended them contacting Guy Savin to get more information.
